The Sulu Sea between eastern Malaysia and the Philippines and the Celebes Sea in the northest
side have become dangerous for merchant ships due to the rising threat of piracy.

Both the Celebes Sea and the Sulu archipelago are strongly hold by Abu Sayyaf, an al-Qaeda
linked group notorious for its kidnappings, its violent attacks against assets on the water, and its
ruthless hijackings.

Due to the latest incidents in the areas and the great demand from our clients in shipping for
Armed Maritime Security Services to their vessels that are passing through the Malaysian,
Indonesian and the National waters of Philippines (Sulu Sea), we have proceeded in a contractual
agreement with Alpha Omega Company which is the holder of the agreement between the
Indonesian and Malaysian authorities and with the authorities of the Philippines where our
Company is the holder of this agreement in order to secure all the ships that are requiring such
security services legally through the Indonesian and Malaysian Police and Naval authorities as well
as the Maritime Police of Philippines (MARPOL).

In full cooperation with all governmental entities we deploy on board highly trained and legally
armed personnel to secure your ships passages through all the areas with pirate activities, thus
from Sabang, Batam Jakarta, Mataram to Sandakan and Kudat and further from Davao, General
Santos, Zamboanga and Balabac to Jimenez, Surigao, Bacolad and Manila.

In order to respond to any possible threats, we also operate tracking systems in our facilities and
intelligence services in the area.

Our teams deployed onboard ships are in constant communication with our centers and with
authorities patrolling high-speed boats in the area, to report any incidents and for maritime
intervention if necessary.

Our Maritime Security teams are constituted of 3, 4, 6 or 9 armed personnel with high power rifles
and military experience (subject to the evaluation we make and according to the certificate of the
safety of the ship) for the protection of the vessel, the cargo and the crew against any piracy
threats.
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We also assist the PMSCs that have requests from their clients for onboard maritime security
services in the Sulu Sea and the Territorial waters of the Philippines.

The equipment that our teams are using are these of the Malaysian, Indonesian and Philippines
Authorities (automatic rifles and all needed equipment on each mission) while all the missions are
under the continual supervision of the local waters Authorities.

The teams on board are acting according to the International rules of force and rules of
engagements and according to their countries (Malaysia, Indonesia and Philippines) rules of force,
rules of engagements and SOP's as the security services are all the time provided within their
National waters/territory.

Special risk assessments and defense measures are took place before any mission while special
schedules and plans are agreed in order an enemy or threat to be effectively neutralized.

The team on board provides the hardening of the ship and takes all the necessary defense
measures needed for the safety of the crew, team and ship where according to the evaluation of
the risk and the risk assessment establishment before any mission we might use high technology
defense devices/equipment on board.

Our offered prices are in fi aihclusive b a s icevéring security teams traveling, accommaodation,
embarkation/disembarkation costs, personnel salaries, port agent fees, all necessary documents
and permissions required for the armed security personnel embarkation and disembarkation and
any extra expenses might be occurred. In the offer prices are not included costs related to the ship.

We also undertake round trips and long term contracts with shipping companies for on board
security services under agreed cost effective charges.

All payments are in advance basis (100%) against relevant proforma invoices and before teams
embarks any vessel, where the final invoices are issued at the end of the transit including any extra
charges that might have been occurred.

Date/Time of incident : 19 Feb 2017 at about 15:00 hrs (Local Time)

Area Description : About 25Nm east of Matanal Point Sibago Island Basilan, Philippines

Event: While underway, 2 white and yellow speed boats with two and three perpetrators in each of
them respectively, approached the container ship from Sibago Island, Basilan Province. While
approaching, one of the armed perpetrators in one of the boats made a hand signal to stop and
abruptly increased its speed to 14 kns while the other speed boat proceeded towards the stern of the
ship with one armed perpetrator attempted to climb onto the freeboard of the container ship. The
master conducted a zig-zag manoeuvring which resulted in swaying of the rudder and propeller that
eventually created intermittent waves which prompted the perpetrators to abort their intention to board
the ship. The perpetrators armed with guns and assorted long rifles continuously fired at the ship
resulted in multiple bullet shots at the bridge area and the different parts of the ship

Area Description : Approximately 35nm north-northwest of Doc Can Island, Sulu, Philippines
Event: While underway from Indonesia to lloilo port, Philippines, five perpetrators armed with firearms
in a green jungkong approached bulk carrier, Giang Hai. They reportedly fired several warning shots at
the ship ordering her to stop. The ship manoeuvred to evade the attack, and that prompted the
perpetrators to continuously fire several shots at the ship until the perpetrators managed to board the
ship. Upon boarding, the perpetrators gathered the crew at the crew deck. One of the crew was shot
when he tried to block the perpetrators from entering the bridge. Subsequently, he died from the
multiple gunshot wounds. The perpetrators entered the bridge, destroyed the s h i pa®igation and
communication equipment, and abducted six crew (comprising the Master, Chief Officer, 3rd Officer,
2nd Engineer, 3rd Engineer and one crew).

The ship proceeded to its next port of call with no untoward incident. The Philippine Navy (PN)
informed the Joint Task Force Tawi-Tawi (JTFTT) and deployed PN vessels to continue patrols in the
vicinity of Pearl Bank and approaches.

The master informed
the Malaysian authorities immediately, and in response, the Malaysian Royal Navy deployed vessels
immediately to the location of the incident to provide assistance and escort Phu An safely to Sandakan
port.

Three incidents involved perpetrators armed with
knives/machetes and these incidents occurred at
Batangas anchorage in Philippines and Chittagong
anchorage in Bangladesh.

In 2016, a total of 85 incidents of piracy and armed robbery against ships
were reported in Asia, comprising 76 actual incidents and nine attempted
incidents.

Of the 85 incidents, five were piracy incidents and 80 were incidents of
armed robbery against ships.

Of the 85 incidents reported in 2016, 59 (69%) incidents occurred on
board ships while at anchor/berth,and 26 (31%) incidents on board
ships while underway.

Of the 26 incidents that occurred on board ships while underway, 12 were reported in
Philippine waters (off Doc Can, Languyan, Pata, Sibago, Sibutu, Sitangkai and Tawi-Tawi)
involving the abduction of crew from ships (six incidents) and attempted abduction of crew
(six incidents).

The rest of the 14 incidents occurred: 4 in waters off Sabah, East Malaysia, 1 in Sarawak,
East Malaysia, 3 in Indonesia (off Balikpapan, Pulau Belitung and Pulau Bintan), 3 in SCS
(off Bintulu, Pulau Subi Besar and Pulau Aur), 2 in SOMS (off Nongsa Point and Pulau
Lenkang) and 1 in the Gulf of Khambat, India.

INCIDENTS ON BOARD SHIPS AT ANCHOR/BERTH

Of the 59 incidents reported on board ships at anchor/berth, 29 (50%) occurred at ports
and anchorages in Indonesia (Banjarmasin, Belawan, Cilacap, Dumai, Muara Berau,
Panjang, Pulau Batam, Samarinda, Semarang, Taboneo and Tanjung Priok).

The remaining 30 incidents occurred at other ports and anchorages: 11 in India (at
Haldia, Kandla and Visakhapatnam), 9 in Vietnam (at Hon Cam, Hon Gai and Vung
Tau), 3 in China (at Shandong Longkou, Tangshan Jingtang and Tianjin), 3 in
Philippines (at Batangas and Davao), 2 in Bangladesh at Chittagong and 2 in South
China Sea (SCS) off Pulau Bintan.
